The Amalekites are one of the peoples dwelling in the southern part of Canaan. When the Israelites left Egypt and set out toward Canaan (see Exodus 17:8ff.), they were one of the first nations the 

Israelites encountered. This is one of the surrounding nations with which Israel has continual conflict. The Amalekites attack the Israelites, who disobediently seek to possess the promised land after 

their unbelief at Kadesh-barnea (Numbers 14:25, 43, 45). They join with the Midianites in attacking and plundering Israel, and are one of the nations which pose such a serious threat to Israel that 
Gideon needs reassurance of God‘s presence with him in battle (see Judges 6:3, 33; 7:12). Saul‘s refusal to totally annihilate the Amalekites costs him his kingdom. He finds it difficult to kill their 

king, Agag. This is the nation David attacks, which overruns the city of Ziklag and captures the families and goods of David and his men (see 1 Samuel 27:8; 30:1, 18; 2 Samuel 1:1). Asking the 

priest, Abiathar, to bring him the ephod (the priestly garment), David asked God, "Should I chase them? Will I catch them?" And the Lord answered him, "Pursue them. You will certainly overtake 
them and succeed in the rescue" (1 Samuel 30: 8). So David and his men did exactly that. When they came upon them, they found the Amalekites eating, drinking, and celebrating their great 

plunder. David and his men rushed in, destroyed their enemy, and regained everything that had been taken — including their wives and children!

Athronges was a leader of the Jews during the insurrection under Herod Archelaus. A shepherd, in common with his four brothers after 
proclaiming himself a messiah, Athronges led the rebellion against Herod Archelaus and the Romans. After a protracted struggle Athronges 

and his brothers were defeated. Athronges was killed/executed.  Flavius Josephus Jewish War 2.60-65 and Jewish Antiquities 17.278-284 

Joseph #40M 

Joseph (born ~29BC, son of Jacob & Cleopatra III), according to Jewish sources married to Beth-Heli (i.e. daughter of Heli), 

who is interpreted as being The Virgin Mary, and was the foster-father of Mary's son JESUS "THE CHRIST." During 4 BC 
there were successive executions of four royal Davidic heirs (Prince Simon, his successor Hezekiah the zealot, Hezekiah's 

son Judas the zealot of Galilee, and Athronges the shepherd).

Joseph made Jesus his legal heir (which was permissible because Jesus was also of the royal Davidic 

line, through his mother Mary). Joseph died ~26 AD. He was the nephew of Judas of Galilee.

In the Torah, the expression "higher than Agag 

(ie: Gog, Og), and his kingdom will be lifted up" 

was uttered by Balaam in Numbers 24:7, in his 
third prophetic utterance, to describe a king of 

Israel who would be higher than the king of 

Amalek. (Jesus the Messiah) This is understood to 
mean that Israel's king would take a higher 

position than even Amalek himself, and would 

exercise a wider authority (During the 
millennium). The writer uses an allusion to the 

literal significance of the word "Agag", meaning 

"high", to convey that the king of Israel would be 
"higher than High". 

 

The execution of Agag, however, occurred in one 
respect too late, for had he been killed ONE day 

sooner—that is, immediately upon his capture by 

Saul—the great peril which the Jews had to 
undergo at the hands of Haman would have been 

averted, for Agag thereby became a progenitor of 

Haman (Megillah 13a, Targ. Sheni to Esth. iv.

Agag, the king of the Amalekites (I Samuel 15:9), 
which made it possible for Haman the Agagite to 

appear (Esther 3:1); his cruel plot against the Jews 

could only be counteracted by another descendant 
of Kish, Mordecai (Pesiḳ. R. xiii.). Every year, 

therefore, the chapter, "Remember what Amalek 

did unto thee" (Deut.

the story of Saul and Agag in chapter 15 of I
